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International students applying to Triton College are required to submit proof of
English proficiency through qualifying scores in the Test of English as a Foreign
Language (TOEFL), the International English Language Testing System (IELTS), or
one of the following measures of English proficiency to the Records Office:

« Official transcript from an accredited U.S. high school showing conferral date of
diploma awarded,;

« Official transcript from an accredited U.S. college or university showing conferral
date of an Associate degree or higher awarded,;

« Official transcript from an accredited U.S. college or university reflecting
completion of college-level English composition with a grade of C or better;

o Official ACT or SAT exam results with a satisfactory score in accordance with
Triton College placement in English Rhetoric and Composition I;

Triton College Accuplacer reading/writing with a satisfactory score in accordance with
Triton College placement in English Rhetoric and Composition I. International students
may qualify for admission to Triton College without submitting proof of English
proficiency if they are from countries where English is the primary/native language as
determined by the United States federal government standards.

International students must complete their degree objectives within six (6) semesters,
excluding summer semester. For each semester of Fall or Spring enrollment,
international students must enroll in a minimum of twelve (12) credit hours.
International students who begin enrollment during the summer semester must enroll in
a minimum of six (6) credit hours. International students will pay the out-of- state
tuition rate. Financial assistance will not be available to international students.

The Records Office will issue the required Immigration Form 20 (1-20) only after all
required documents have been submitted and the student’s application for admission
has been accepted.
